We pray: “Your kingdom come, Your will be done on earth as it is in heaven.’  We long for His kingdom and we live to do His will every day of our lives. We enjoy fellowship with our Father, and delight to do His will. We delight to tell others what a great Father we have. 
ADOPTED INTO GOD’S FAMILY

We learn the character of a person by what they say and what they do. God has revealed Himself to us through His creation, through His word, the Scripture, and by His acts of providence and redemption.
Creation reveals God’s wisdom and power. Providence reveals His wisdom and goodness. Redemption reveals God’s wisdom and grace. 

GOD SENT FORTH HIS SON TO REDEEM THOSE WHO WERE UNDER THE LAW.  God took the initiative to redeem lost men and women. He had no obligation or motivation outside Himself. He gave the most costly gift—His own Son—to provide redemption. Jesus came willingly. He humbled Himself to become a man, born of a woman, born under the law. Every man is born under the law, but unable to keep the law. So, every person is without hope and without God in the world (Eph. 2:12). Everyone who receives and believes in Christ is freed from the penalty of sin. He is reconciled to God. He becomes a child of God. He is adopted into God’s family. He is a new creation (II Cor. 5:17).

GOD HAS SENT FORTH THE SPIRIT OF HIS SON INTO YOUR HEARTS CRYING OUT, “ABBA, FATHER!”  The Spirit comes to live in the heart of everyone who is in Christ. The Spirit is the guarantee of our inheritance, the earnest. He is the pledge that we will receive the full inheritance. This inheritance is ‘imperishable, undefiled, and unfading, kept in heaven for you, 5 who by God's power are being guarded through faith for a salvation ready to be revealed in the last time. 6 In this you rejoice, though now for a little while, if necessary, you have been grieved by various trials, ESV 1 Peter 1:4-6.  The Spirit indwells us to be our life, to teach, empower, enable, convict, and comfort us continually. Every Christian has the Holy Spirit (Rom. 8:9), but not every Christian is filled with the Spirit. We are commanded to be filled with the Holy Spirit (Eph. 5:18). We are to be continually filled with the Spirit. This means we are to be fully Spirit controlled in our mind, will and emotions, our body, soul and spirit. We are to be fully yielded to the Spirit. He produces in us the fruit of the Spirit—love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, humility, and self control (Gal. 5:22-23). We are most satisfied and secure when we are filled with the Spirit. It means we are living in fellowship with God and being conformed to His image. 

Every Christian is an heir of God and joint-heir with Jesus Christ. We have everything Christ has. But God hasn’t given us all our inheritance yet, since we wouldn’t be able to handle it! It is kept for us in heaven. And , we are also being guarded by God’s power so that we will truly receive this glorious salvation.  Now, for a time, we experience trials and suffer with Christ, so that our character will be developed. We share in proclaiming the gospel to lost and dying men and women, boys and girls. This often involves suffering and difficulty. Today we need to live in the freedom that is ours in Christ. We need to learn that freedom is becoming what God designed us to be. We are free to choose to love righteousness and hate evil. We are free in Christ to be overcomers in the strength that Christ gives us. We are free from the law as a way of being accepted by God. He puts His law within our hearts, so that we delight to do His will.
