Like the two pillars of the temple, they are for glory and for beauty. They are two streams from the fountain of grace, two lamps lit with holy fire, two olive trees watered by heavenly care. O Lord, give us this day life within, and it will reveal itself without to thy glory.

GALATIANS: THE MAGNA CARTA OF CHRISTIAN LIBERTY

Christian liberty means we are not under the bondage of trying to earn God’s acceptance by keeping the rituals, rules and regulations of the law. No one has ever deserved God’s acceptance because he kept the law. 
But, Christian liberty is not lawlessness. We are bound by the law of Christ (Gal. 6:2). Christian liberty is the freedom to become all that God designed us to be. We must guard against the bondage of legalism, and against the bondage of licentiousness—indulging the flesh. Only the solid ground of the grace of Christ enables us to walk by the Spirit.

In Christ we have a new ability to do God’s will. The Spirit of God lives in every child of God. He empowers us to love God and love others. He produces in us the fruit of the Spirit. Since we live by the Spirit we must also walk by the Spirit.

To walk is to make progress toward the goal. We exert effort. We keep focused on the goal.  Our energy and ability is from the indwelling Spirit. God is glorified as our lives become more like Christ.


To walk by the Spirit is to cultivate intimate fellowship with Christ, to glory in His cross, and to give ourselves to do His will where we live. This includes restoring those who have fallen, bearing one another’s burdens, sharing all good things with those who teach, and persevering in doing good. This is all done by the grace of God.

To walk by the Spirit is to ‘sow’ to the Spirit and reap life everlasting. And the seed whose fruit is righteousness is sown in peace by those who make peace. NAS James 3:18

To walk by the Spirit is to give ourselves to do God’s will. We learn God’s will through meditating on the Word of God. To do God’s will is to die to self and the flesh. Our old nature must be put to death. It cannot be reformed or improved. To walk by the Spirit will be contrary to the world. Compare the movies, music and literature of the world with the person of Christ. Don’t be deceived. ‘A little leaven leavens the whole lump’ (Gal. 5:2). Straying from Christ a little will soon lead us into Satan’s trap unless we wake up and return to the Good Shepherd. The world will persecute us as it persecuted our Savior and His faithful followers. ESV John 16:33 I have said these things to you, that in me you may have peace. In the world you will have tribulation. But take heart; I have overcome the world."

Walking by the Spirit brings peace and joy to our hearts even though we may experience difficulty. We will experience eternal rewards for walking by the Spirit.
