Morocco: Christians Deported-PRAY FOR THESE IN MOROCCO 
The Moroccan government has deported twenty-eight Christian workers so far in 
May, according to The Voice of the Martyrs contacts. 

"The Moroccan government continues political pressures against us Moroccan 
believers and against the foreign workers, and if it stopped for a while before, it was only to 
restart again and strongly," VOM contacts said. "Please continue to pray and also to act, 
because if this continues, soon we'll not be deported but [we will be] arrested or even killed." 
In recent months, the government has increased its crackdown on Christians, expelling as 
many as 60 Christian aid workers from the country. Moroccan police have accused Christian 
aid workers from the United States, Korea, Netherlands and England of violating Morocco's 
anti-proselytism laws. 

"On March 8, police visited the orphanage Village of Hope, which has been 
operating with the government's approval for the past ten years:' Smyrna Ministries 
International reported, "They scoured the grounds looking for Bibles, interrogated children 
and staff members and announced that the [foster] parents had seven hours to pack and say 
goodbye to [the children]. All fifteen of the foster parents, the only parents these children 
have ever known, were deported before nightfall, leaving the 33 children with the police." 

following the orphanage raid, government authorities reportedly targeted believers 
across Morocco. "When [authorities] visited an American-founded orphanage in the town of 
Azrou, they drew several young children aside and demanded they demonstrate the 'proper' 
way to pray," Smyrna Ministries international reported. "In Marrakesh, authorities arrested a 
Korean-bern Protestant pastor during his Sunday service, and in the northern city of Larache 
they deported an Egyptian church leader." 

Christians in Morocco think the crackdown is coming from two newly appointed 
government officials who took office in January. Interior Minister Tayeb Cherkaoui recently 
issued a press release stating, "[Christians] are guilty of trying to undermine the faith of 
Muslims." 

The Voice of the Martyrs encourages you to pray that the deported 
,Christian leaders and workers will not give in to anger or discouragement but 
will forgive their persecutors. Pray that God will protect and comfort the 
orphans from Village of Hope and that they will receive the love and care they 
need. Pray for Moroccan believers who have lost their pastors and face 
interrogation. 

The Voice of the Martyrs is a non-profit, inter-denominational
Christian organization dedicated to assisting the persecuted church 
worldwide. VOM was founded in 1967 by Pastor Richard Wurmbrand, 
who was imprisoned 14 years in Communist Romania for his faith in 
Christ. His wife, Sabina, was imprisoned for three years. In the 1960s, 
Richard, Sabina, and their son, Mihai, were ransomed out of Romania and 
came to the United States. Through their travels, the Wurmbrands spread 
the message of the atrocities that Christians face in restricted nations, while 
establishing a network of offices dedicated to assisting the persecuted 
church. The Voice of the Martyrs continues in this mission around the 
world today through the following main purposes: 

l. To encourage and empower Christians to fulfill the Great Commission in 
areas of the world where they are persecuted for their involvement in 
propagating the gospel of Jesus Christ. We accomplish this by providing Bibles, 
literature, radio broadcasts, medical assistance, and other forms of aid. 

2. To give relief to the families of Christian martyrs in these areas of the world. 

3. To equip local Christians to love and win to Christ their enemies who are 
opposed to the gospel in countries where believers are actively persecuted for 
their Christian witness. 

4. To undertake projects of encouragement, helping believers rebuild their lives 
and Christian witness in countries that have formerly suffered Communist 
oppression. 

5. To emphasize the fellowship of all believers by informing the world of 
atrocities committed against Christians and by remembering their courage and 
faith.

Chinese Human Rights Lawyer Missing Again 

Gao Zhisheng, a Christian human rights lawyer held by Chinese officials 
for more than a year and then released has again gone missing. On 

Feb. 4, 2009 Gao was seized by authorities and had no contact with his 
family for 13 months. In March 2010 he was permitted to call family 
members and colleagues. Officials finally returned him to his Beijing 
apartment on April 6, 2010. A few days later Gao reportedly travelled to 
Urumqi to visit his in-laws, and witnesses saw him leaving his apartment 
and getting into a vehicle. Gao arrived at his father-in-Iaw's home with 
an escort of four police officers, but spent only one night there before 
police took him away again, according to his father-in-law. Gao phoned 
his family before he was due to board a flight back to Beijing on April 20. 
He promised to call again after returning home but failed to do so. Bob 
Fu, President of ChinaAid, has stated that Gao is "definitely in the hands 
of Chinese security forces." (Source: Compass Direct)

IRAN - Christian Released on Bail - Farsi Christian News Network 

On April 24, Vahik Abrahamian, an Armenian Christian, was 
temporarily released from Evin prison after 53 days in solitary 
confinement, according to Farsi Christian News Network (FCNN). 
Abrahamian and his wife were arrested by undercover officers while 
returning home from visiting a friend. His wife was released 
immediately, but Abrahamian was searched and detained. While in 
prison, he was denied access to a lawyer and was not allowed to 
speak with his family. Abrahamian finally gained temporary release 
from prison after paying bail. "The arrest of this Christian man, who is 
a dual citizen of Iran and the Netherlands, caused great shock and 
concern among his friends and acquaintances," FCNN reported. "He 
had voluntarily returned to Iran to serve his people as a social worker 

. and to demonstrate the love of God to them." Pray for him and other 
believers who face persecution in Iran. Pray. that Abrahamian's case 
will be dismissed, and ask God to move on 'behalf of Christians in 
prison who are awaiting court dates in cities like Tehran, Shiraz, 
Mashhad, Isfahan, Qom, Rasht and Tabriz.
