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WHO IS THIS MAN?

Mark 12:35-37


As Jesus taught in the temple during this final week of His life, the religious leaders expressed great hatred to Him. They tried to entrap and discredit Him, but they failed.


Jesus asked, “How is it that the scribes say that the Christ is the Son of David?” Then He quoted from Psalm 110, “The LORD said to My Lord, ‘Sit at My right hand ‘til I make Your enemies Your footstool.’” 


Psalm 110 was regarded as Messianic—telling of the coming Messiah. The Messiah is sitting at the right hand of the LORD, a place of highest honor, and is called ‘Lord’, a title that indicated deity.


‘Son of David’ was also a messianic title. The Messiah would come from David’s line (Luke 1:32). 


How could the Messiah be both human and divine? The religious leaders had no answer. 


Who were the enemies of the Messiah that the LORD would subdue? Psalm 110 describes the complete victory over Messiah’s enemies. 


Psa. 110 also promises that the Messiah will be a ‘priest forever according to the order of Melchizedek.’ The offices of king and priest were separate. Uzziah became a leper because he intruded into the priest’s office. But the Messiah will be a priest according to the order of Melchizedek. This would replace the Levitical priesthood. And Jesus was from the tribe of Judah (Heb. 7:14).


Prophet, Priest and King were anointed with oil when they were installed in the Israelite society. Messiah (the Hebrew term) and Christ (the Greek term) both mean ‘the anointed one’. These were titles and not proper names. 


Who is Jesus Christ to you? A prophet is one who proclaims God’s truth. He is a teacher. God has spoken to us in these last days by His Son (Heb. 1:1-2). We must listen to Him, believe Him and obey Him. We want to become like Him (Luke 6:40).


Jesus is our great High Priest. His priesthood is eternal. He will never be replaced. He ever lives to intercede for us (Heb. 7:25). He offered the perfect sacrifice (Himself) that never needs to be repeated. This sacrifice accomplishes the full pardon of our sin. 


Jesus is the King of kings and Lord of Lords (Rev. 19:16). His kingdom is an everlasting kingdom (Isa. 9:7; I Tim. 1:17; Rev. 11:15).


Are you trusting in Jesus as your Prophet, Priest and King? Does He rule in your life? Do you find your identity in Christ? 


So then, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; what is old has passed away – look, what is new has come! II Cor. 5:17
