A man with dropsy (edema, fluid retention) was there.



A Pharisee?, and uninvited guest?, a ‘plant’?—unknown—seriously ill

Jesus’ question: “Is it lawful to heal on the Sabbath?”  Unanswered.

Those who came to the feast were the spiritually crippled and helpless.


The invited guests missed the feast because they were occupied with lower blessings and refused the higher blessings.
