1. LEADER


Prepared by God, Called at the burning bush in Midian


Needed vision, faith, obedience

MOSES—MAN OF GOD

Moses was greatly used of God to lead His people out of Egyptian bondage to become a special people of God.  He was a LEADER with perseverance, boldness, and courage. He confronted the Pharaoh with God’s demand to “Let My people go.” He persevered through Pharaoh’s repeated refusals and the people’s cries under their bondage.


Moses was an INTERCESSOR who prayed for God to forgive these sinful people. He quoted God’s word back to God (Num. 14:18 and Ex. 34:7-8).

Sometimes he cried out to God because of the burden of leading these people. One time he asked God to take his life. He prayed very earnestly, so earnestly when he asked God to forgive the people, that he offered to have God blot his name ‘out of Your book which You have written’ (Ex. 32:32).  When he asked God to allow him to enter ‘the good land beyond the Jordan’ (Deut. 3:25) God answered ‘No, and don’t ask again!’ Let us learn from Moses’ earnest prayers. Let us learn to pray God’s word back to Him as the basis of claiming His mercy and grace. Let us remember to pray for God to be honored and that His grace would be seen by others. Let us also learn that sometimes God says ‘No!’.

Moses is often remembered as the LAWGIVER, because he brought God’s Ten Commandments down the mountain to the people. These laws were Israel’s obligation in the covenant which God made with His people. Many statutes and judgments expanded and applied these commandments. The commandments are good but Israel failed to obey them. Their repeated disobedience brought God’s firm judgment on the nation.


Moses was a PROPHET/PREACHER/TEACHER. He often proclaimed God’s message to the nation. Deuteronomy is the record of three of his sermons. Although he faithfully proclaimed God’s message, the people soon forgot. He said, ‘The LORD your God will raise up for you a Prophet like me from your midst, from your brethren. Him you shall hear’ (Deut. 18:15). This was fulfilled in Jesus (Acts 3:22). 

Moses was the AUTHOR/HISTORIAN who wrote the Pentateuch—the first five books of the Bible. He faithfully recorded the good and the bad, including his own frustrations and failures. His account shows the mercy of God to people who had been delivered from slavery bondage but still were in the bondage of sin and self. 

Let us learn to be continually relying on God as Moses did. Let us obey God completely and wholeheartedly by God’s grace. We have much more of God’s word than Moses had. And, we have the Holy Spirit living within us to teach, guide, and empower us to do God’s will. Let us rejoice in the love and grace of God and live to honor our wonderful Lord. Moses had a unique relationship with the Lord and spoke with Him ‘face to face’. We can have a close relationship with the Lord and enjoy His fellowship by abiding in Him and praising and loving Him continually.
