I. THE MODEL PRAYER


1. United Prayer-'our, us'; not 'my, me'

II. SIX PETITIONS

Name represents character, person, reputation Ezek. 36:23

2. Your kingdom come. When we pray, "Your kingdom come," we are asking God to manifest the power and glory of his kingdom in us, and throughout our world. What a prayer! Weare praying that Christ might reign over all. We are also asking the Father to hasten the return of Jesus Christ to this earth. Amen!

3. Your Will Be Done on earth as in heaven
