2. THE MAN WAS IN TERRIBLE BONDAGE 
He was living in the tombs-a social misfit 
He was uncontrollable-super strength. 

He was in continual restless turmoil. He had no rest. 

He was harming himself-cutting himself, self-destructive. 
He was naked-exposing himself. 

He was controlled by satan-demon possessed. 

The demons controlled him, spoke through him. 

3. JESUS COMPLETELY DELIVERED HIM. 

Jesus allowed the demons to enter the herd of2000 pigs who 
immediately ran violently down the steep place into the sea, and drowned 
in the sea. 

He was clothed and in his right mind. 5: 15 
He loved Jesus and wanted to be with him. 

4. JESUS COMMANDED THE MAN TO GO HOME AND TELL 
WHAT GREAT THINGS THE LORD HAS DONE FOR HIM. 

He obeyed. 5:20

JESUS DELIVERS FROM BONDAGE 

Mark 5:1-20 

Jesus crossed the Sea of Galilee to deliver this man from the power of satan. 

Matthew tel1s of two men. Mark and Luke focus on one man. 

The man was in bondage-a social misfit, uncontrollable, in continual 
turmoil, harming himself, exposing himself, and terrifying others. Jesus 
completely delivered him and restored him to a life of usefulness and freedom. 

In this account three requests were made. The demons requested to go into 
the pigs. The people plead with Jesus to depart from their region. The former 
demoniac begged Jesus that he might go with Jesus. Jesus granted the first two 
requests and denied the last. 

The many demons who called themselves 'Legion' wanted to possess some 
body through which to express themselves. They desired to enter the pigs, who 
immediately rushed down the steep place into the sea and drowned in the sea. 

The people of the region were more concerned with the herd of pigs than for 
the man. They were afraid. They plead with Jesus to depart their region. Their 
hearts were hardened to the worth of this now freed man. 

The man, now free, begged Jesus that he might be with Him. But, Jesus sent 
the man as a 'missionary' to his friends. He was to tell them what great things 
the Lord has done for you and how He has had compassion on you. 

We all experience the bondage of sin in many ways. We may have physical 
bondage through alcohol, improper use of drugs, tobacco, overeating, under 
exercising, improper nutrition (junk food), piercings, and any improper care of 
our bodies. We may have mental and emotional bondage of anger, fear, worry, 
uncontrolled desires, lust, covetousness, greed, hatred, prejudice, pride, etc. 
We could be 'addicted' to the Internet, texting, unhelpful music, pornography, 
or laziness, lack of motivation and purpose. We may have spiritual bondage of 
idolatry, lukewarmness, apathy, backsliding, false religious beliefs, cults, 
occult, legalism, and seeking emotional highs through religious experiences, as 
well as demonic oppression or possession. 

Jesus wants us to truly and wholeheartedly love Him and experience 
fellowship with Him by abiding in Him. We have His promise: "Never will I 
leave you. Never will I forsake you." Heb. 13:5 He truly delivers us from 
bondage to sin and self. He gives us freedom to love God and walk in His ways . 
. We must recognize our bondage and seek the Lord's deliverance. He may grant 
this quickly, or it may be slowly. We may need the help and encouragement of 
others who have been delivered by our Savior. We need to fill our minds and 
hearts with His truth. "You shall know the truth and the truth shall make 
you free." John 8:32.
