We are not justified by law keeping. 

2. Disarmed the rulers and authorities 2:15

WARNINGS FOR EVERYONE WHO IS 'IN CHRIST'. 

1. Let no one pass judgment on you. 2: 16-17 

Holy days and food regulations don't make one more holy. 

2. Let no one disqualify you, insisting on asceticism and worship of angels 
Hold fast to Christ, the Head, and participate in the body of Christ, 

3. Do not submit to regulations ( as evidence of spiritual maturity, or ways 
of gaining God's favor) 2:20-21

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ALIVE IN CHRIST 

Colossians 2:8-3:17 

Along with learning who the Lord Jesus Christ is, we must learn what He has 
done in and for everyone who trusts in Him. 

WHAT JESUS CHRIST HAS DONE IN AND FOR EVERYONE WHO 
TRUSTS HIM: 

1. He FILLS the believer with Himself--'Christ in you, the hope of glory.' Co!. 1:27 

2. He has PUT OFF THE BODY OF THE FLESH. 2: 11 The old nature is put 
off. We must regard ourselves as dead to the sinful desires of our flesh. 

In baptism we are 'buried' with Him. 

3. He has RAISED US WITH HIMSELF. 2:12 

We are MADE ALIVE TOGETHER WITH HIM. 2.13 

4. He has FORGIVEN US ALL TRESPASSES. 2:13 

5. He has WIPED OUT THE RECORD OF DEBT THAT STOOD AGAINST 
US. He nailed it to His cross. 2: 14 This may refer to the law that condemned 
us because of our sin, or the record of our sins. 

6. He has DISARMED THE (EVIL) RULERS AND AUTHORITIES AND 
PUBLICLY SHAMED THEM. 2:15 He conquered all evil forces and 
triumphed over them. 

THEREFORE 

I. FOOD REGULATIONS AND OBSERVING HOLY DAYS don't make us 
closer to God. 

2. INTERMEDIARIES like angels and saints can't bring us to God. Jesus 
Christ is the Head of his body which he enables to grow spiritually. 

3. Since you died with Christ to worldly ways and regulations, remember that 
religious activities may make one look holy without the heart loving God. 

SINCE YOU WERE RAISED WITH CHIRST 

1. SEEK THOSE THINGS WHICH ARE ABOVE, WHERE CHRIST IS 3:1 

2. SET YOUR MIND ON THINGS ABOVE 3:2 

3. REMEMBER YOU DIED AND YOUR LIFE IS HID WITH CHRIST. 3:3 

4. LOOK FOR CHRIST TO APPEAR AND BRING US WITH HIM. 3:4 

5. PUT TO DEATH YOUR EARTHLY MEMBERS (WAYS) 3:5 

6. PUT OFF (like filthy clothes) all evil attitudes and words (lying). 3:8 

7. PUT ON (like fine robes) the character of Christ. 3:12 

8. PUT ON LOVE, which binds everything together. 3:14 

9. LET THE PEACE OF GOD RULE IN YOUR HEART. 3:15 

10. BE THANKFUL. 3:15 

11. LET THE WORD OF CHRIST DWELL IN YOU RICHLY. 3: 16 

12. DO ALL THAT YOU DO IN THE NAME OF THE LORD JESUS. 3: 17
