GOD—THE CREATOR


From the opening words of Genesis, “In the beginning,” to the  “Amen, come Lord Jesus” of Revelation, the Bible tells one story. Woven together across the centuries, through the rise and fall of civilizations, is the story of how God calls people to himself.


It begins in a garden and with a single human being. Then two, then a family, a clan, a nation. It ends with a multitude from every tribe and language, as God reconciles all things to himself in Jesus. And the exciting prospect is that God invites us into the story, into his plans. As ambassadors of his kingdom and actors in the drama, our ordinary lives become charged with new significance. As we share the good news, love our neighbors, and work out justice in the public square, we partner with God in his new creation.  (sgmlifewords.com)

God reveals Himself so that we may know Him and love Him. He desires fellowship with us. He reveals Himself as Creator so that we may see His wisdom and power. He is the Owner and Lord of His creation. 

God reveals to us that He created this universe in six days. It is a test of our faith in God’s veracity (truthfulness) that we believe His record. The Scriptures are full of references to God as Creator. “For God, who said, "Let light shine out of darkness," has shone in our hearts to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ.” ESV 2 Corinthians 4:6  Just as God created light, He gives the light of Christ to fill our hearts with light.


Genesis gives the beginning of almost everything: the universe, life, man, Sabbath, marriage, family, sin, death, redemption, language, literature, cities, nations, government, culture, art, and sacrifice.

God provided all man needed in the Garden of Eden. It was the perfect environment. Adam and Eve had perfect fellowship with God. Then, Satan tempted Eve by planting seeds of doubt in her mind. Was God really good? Was God really truthful? Eve chose to disobey God, and Adam joined her. Immediately they experienced fear and shame.  They blamed instead of repenting. God had every right to destroy them, but He chose to redeem them. He promised a Redeemer who would bruise Satan’s head. He provided coats of skin to cover their nakedness. 

The results of sin were further experienced by fights in the first family. Cain’s offering of plants was not accepted. God gave Cain further opportunity to repent and bring an acceptable blood offering but Cain was angry and chose to kill his brother, Abel. 


Genesis 5 records the long lives of the antediluvian people. Each life is concluded by the simple statement: ‘and he died’. No matter how long our life is, it is ended by death. We will each meet God. We can be ready to meet God if we have received God’s wonderful gift of life in Christ. Our sins are forgiven and we are reconciled to God in Christ. God’s wonderful grace in Christ is available to everyone who receives the Savior and lives in fellowship with Him. We must acknowledge that we have turned to our own way and be willing to turn from our sin to Christ. This is the beginning of a life of fellowship with Christ. We learn more of Him as we study His word each day.  Let us read and study His word with a sincere desire to get to know Christ more fully and walk with Him in the way of righteousness and peace.
