THE JUDGMENT OF THE FLOOD

In the course of his rebellion, man becomes so sinful that God prepares to execute the death sentence on the entire race. In grace He directs Noah, a just man who walks with God to build a great ship in order to escape the coming judgment. Noah obeys God and while the flood purges the earth, the ark preserves human and animal life for a fresh start. God gives new directions and makes new commitments to Noah and his descendants. But, while the sinful population has been depleted, the effects of sin remain.


Just imagine:  “You say you sometimes get tired of waiting for God to do something? Maybe you should quit your job and sign on with Noah and Sons Shipbuilders for a few decades. They’re short of help, and you will be doubly welcome if you know anything about building big triple-decker barges. Seems that nobody’s ever tried to do this kind of thing before. But Noah is convinced God told him to do it. Says he’s working against a deadline, too. Contract calls for 120 years—no more, no less.


“Of course, ol’ Noah has a solid 480 years behind him already, so what’s another 120 years to him? He figures the Lord wants to give people a chance to turn back to Him. God’s not in any hurry. That’s because He’s longsuffering. But the Lord won’t wait forever. When the time comes, it’s going to get real wet around here. God always keeps His word…and just at the right time, too. Well, you can start by ripping those gopher logs into planks…”


The historical reality of a great flood is confirmed in the literature of old. Floods hold a prominent place in the mythologies of Egypt, India, China, Greece, Britain, Greenland, the Americas, South Sea Islands, Sumer and Babylon.








The Daily Walk

The Deluge was a global catastrophe and therefore, must have had a global cause and produced worldwide geological effects. …There is no escaping the conclusion that, if the Bible is true and if the Lord Jesus Christ possessed divine omniscience, the Deluge was the most significant event, geologically speaking, that has ever occurred on the earth since the creation. Any true science of historical geology must necessarily give a prominent place in its system to this event…. Perhaps most important of all, the realization by mankind that the rocks of the earth everywhere bear eloquent witness to the power and holiness of Almighty God and to His certain ultimate intervention and termination of the affairs of men and nations might well serve a mighty evangelistic and purifying purpose in the world! Let us learn from the account of the flood that sin is very offensive to God and will be judged. Also, God is very gracious and provided a place of safety for all who would heed the warning preached by Noah. Only Noah’s family believed and entered the ark. Let us be sure we have entered the safety of Jesus Christ. Let us also learn from Noah’s example of obedience. He obeyed God’s command to build the ark. Then, he and his family entered the ark and the Lord shut him in. We are secure in Christ. Let us also be faithful to obey the Lord. And, Noah offered a sacrifice of thanksgiving when he and his family left the ark. We should daily give thanks for the Lord’s grace and goodness to us.
