1. JESUS LOVES CHILDREN


The disciples rebuked those who brought children to Jesus.

The unknown person, diligent in prayer, will be rewarded.

AS A LITTLE CHILD
Mark 10:13-31


Jesus was always busy, but never rushed or hurried. He came to do His Father’s will. He fulfilled His purpose. The disciples thought He should not be bothered with little children. Other things were more important. But Jesus loves little children. He welcomes them. He has time to take them in His arms, put His hands on them and bless them.   He said, “Let the little children come to Me, and do not forbid them, for of such is the kingdom of God” (Mk. 10:14).
‘Assuredly, if say to you, whoever does not receive the kingdom of God as a little child will by no means enter it” (Mk. 10:14).  “As a little child” must mean with childlike trust and dependence. Children are very dependent. So, we must realize our dependence on God’s care, grace, forgiveness, and mercy.  Pride and independence (not depending on God) will keep us from the kingdom. We also must learn to love children as Jesus loves children. They are precious to Him. We must be careful not to cause one of these little ones to stumble (Mk. 9:42).

As Jesus was departing, a young man came running, knelt before Him, and asked Him, “Good Teacher, what shall I do that I may inherit eternal life?” (Mk. 10:17) Matthew tells us he was young (19:20), and Luke tells us he was a ruler (18:18). He asked an important question. Jesus asked, “Why do you call Me good? No one is good but One, that is, God.” Jesus wanted the man to see that true goodness was only in God. No sinful human is truly good. The young man professed that he kept the commandments from his youth. But he didn’t realize that the commandments apply to our hearts as well as our actions (Matt. 5:20-30). 

Jesus said, “One thing you lack: Go your way, sell whatever you have and give to the poor, and you will have treasure in heaven, and come, take up the cross, and follow Me.” He was sad at this word and went away grieved, for he had great possessions (Mk. 10:21-22). His possessions were an obstacle to spiritual life. Jesus Christ is ‘the life’. He who has the Son has life (I John 5:12). Jesus’ command exposed his heart. Jesus wanted the man to experience true life. Sadly, the man felt more secure with his riches than with the true riches of Christ. He wanted eternal life, but he turned away from the source. Trust in riches will keep a person out of the kingdom of God! Riches are not necessarily harmful, but if they keep us from Jesus we has suffered loss beyond measure. 

Peter said, “We have left all and followed You.” Jesus promised that those who left things or loved ones for His sake would be rewarded in this life and in the life to come. “But many who are first will be last, and the last first.” (Mk. 10:31) Paul said, ‘Indeed, I count everything as loss because of the surpassing worth of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord. For his sake I have suffered the loss of all things and count them as rubbish, in order that I may gain Christ’  ESV Philippians 3:8
