1. SAUL CONSPIRING IN SPIRITUAL BLINDNESS (Acts 9:1-2


He was denying the person of Jesus, the Christ.


He desired to destroy the people of Jesus, the Christ.


II. SAUL...CONFRONTED BY GOD'S BRILLIANCE (Acts 9:3-4)


A light from Heaven blinded Saul.


A voice from Heaven spoke to Saul.
