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THE OWNER'S DUE 

Mark 12: 1-17 

While the religious leaders were fuming and plotting how to get rid of Jesus, 
Jesus spoke a simple parable. It is something from everyday life. 

A man planted a vineyard, equipped it, and rented it to tenants. He expected a 
return at the proper time. But the tenants were selfish and evil. They rejected 
and beat up and killed the servants who came to collect the rent. So the owner 
sent his son, but the tenants killed him and expected to claim the vineyard as 
their own. What will the owner do? He will destroy those tenants and give the 
vineyard to others. 

Then Jesus said, "Have you not read this Scripture: "' The stone that the 
builders rejected has become the cornerstone; II this was the Lord's doing, and 
it is marvelous in our eyes'?" ESV Mark 12: 10-12 He quoted from Psa. 118 
which was well known as a Messianic Psalm. The parable and the quotation 
show that Jesus knew he would be killed, and that He would become the 
'cornerstone'. Peter and Paul later quoted this scripture, applying it to Jesus. 
(Acts 4:11-12; Rom. 9:33; Eph. 2:20-21; I Peter 2:7). Luke records Jesus' 
warning that those who fell on this Stone would be broken, but anyone on 
whom the Stone fell would be ground to powder (Luke 20: 18). 

Why would the religious leaders not acknowledge that Jesus was the Son of 
God? It contradicted what they believed and how they lived. They would have 
to submit to Jesus, acknowledge that their hearts needed to be converted and 
cleansed by God. Jesus exposed their offenses against God. Instead of 
confessing their sins, they chose to cover them and accuse Jesus of blasphemy. 

What if we acknowledge God as the owner of our lives? We owe God 
worship, love, obedience, service and fellowship. We are not our own. lfwe 
'fall' on this Stone, our pride and self sufficiency is 'broken'. If we rebel 
against Him, the Stone will fall on us and crush us to powder. We may think of 
God as a distant owner, whom we can ignore or resist. But, He is very present. 
His delay in acting is an expression of His great patience in allowing LIS 
opportunity to repent, humble ourselves before Him and receive His grace. 

When asked about paying taxes, Jesus said, "Whose image and inscription is 
this?" They said, "Caesar's". Jesus said, "Render to Caesar the things that are 
Caesar's and to God the things that are God's." The ruler's image is on the 
coins, but remember in whose image we are made. Since we are made in the 
image of God, we belong to God, our maker. And, our children belong to God, 
not us or the state. We are responsible to train our children in God's way. Our 
example, our instruction, our activities should consistently help our children 
learn to love and obey God. We are responsible for all aspects of our children's 
education. 
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The stone that the builders rejected has become the 
cornerstone. 23 This is the LORD's doing; it is marvelous in 
our eyes. 24 This is the day that the LORD has made; let us 
rejoice and be glad in it. ESV Psalm 118:22-24

JESUS PARABLE OF THE VINEYARD OWNER 

1. The Vineyard, planted, with hedge, wine vat, and tower. 
2-5. The Rejected Servants-shamefully treated and killed 
6-8. The Murdered Son 

9-11. The Owner's Action-remove those tenants 
The Owner is God. 

The Vineyard is God's people. Isaiah 5:1-7 

The Servants are God's prophets. Amos 3:7; Jer. 7:25; Zech 1:6; 
The Tenants are the religious leaders. 

The Fruit is love, praise, worship, obedience. 

The Others is the Church, predominantly Gentiles .. 

The Stone is the Messiah, Jesus. Psa. 118:22-23; Isa. 28:16: 8:14 
In Daniel 2:34-35; 44-45, the stone is the kingdom of God. 

Luke 20: 17-18 warns of being crushed by this Stone. 

The leaders would soon be removed and replaced with Christian leaders. 
Why didn't the leaders submit to Jesus?
