Exodus 

1. ISRAEL'S GOD WAS POWERFUL 
He discredited the God's of Egypt 
He killed the firstborn of Egypt. 

He opened the way through the sea and destroyed Pharaoh's army. 
He provided water and food in the wilderness. 

He made the mountain smoke, and shake. He thundered.

He forbade anyone to touch the mountain.

He instructed them to make a holy tabernacle served by holy priests. 
He gave His people laws to set them apart from all other nations.

KNOWING ISRAEL'S GOD 

Exodus 

The Exodus is the supreme act of God to bring Israel into covenant relationship 
with Himself. ESV Exodus 20:1 And God spoke all these words, saying, 2 "I am the 
LORD your God, who brought you out of the land of Egypt, out of the house of 
slavery. ESV Exodus 29:45 I will dwell among the people oflsrael and will be 
their God. 46 And they shall know that I am the LORD their God, who brought 
them out of the land of Egypt that I might dwell among them. I am the LORD their 
God." This showed God's great power and His faithfulness to keep the covenant 
with Abraham, 

Israel's responsibility was to obey God. ESV Exodus 19:5 Now therefore, if you 
will indeed obey my voice and keep my covenant, you shall be my treasured 
possession among all peoples, for all the earth is mine; 6 and you shall be to me a 
kingdom of priests and a holy nation. These are the words that you shall speak to 
the people oflsrael." They promised to obey "All that the LORD has spoken we 
will do." (Ex. 19:8) 

Well, they failed to obey. They made and worshipped the golden calf. They 
murmured and complained about the water shortage. They grumbled about the 
manna. How can a sinful people have fellowship with a holy God? 

God revealed Himself as powerful, faithful, wise, and gracious. He directed 
Moses and the Israelites to construct a tabernacle where He would dwell in the 
center of their camp. He instructed them to offer sacrifices by which their sins 
would be forgiven and they could be His people. 

This tabernacle, the furniture, the sacrifices all point us to Jesus, the Lamb of 
God who takes away the sin of the world. The brass altar is a type of the total 
sacrifice of Jesus on the cross for our sin. The laver tells of the washing of our sins 
by the blood of Christ. The sacred bread is a type of Jesus, the Bread of Life. The 
golden lampstand tells of Jesus, the Light of the World. The altar of incense 
pictures Jesus' intercession before the Father for His children. The ark of the 
covenant and the mercy seat lid where God dwelled represent the very sacred 
dwelling place of God. Just as the high priest brought blood to sprinkle the mercy 
seat once a year, Jesus, the Great High Priest, offered His blood in the very 
presence of God to atone for our sin (Heb. 9: 11-12; 10: 1-25). The veil of the 
Temple in Jerusalem was torn in two from top to bottom when Jesus died. This 
showed that the way into the presence of God was now open to everyone who 
comes through Jesus Christ. 

Do you know the resurrection power of God in your life? The same power that 
raised up Jesus is the power that gives spiritual life to those dead in trespasses and 
sin (Eph. 1:19-21; 2: 1-10). This life ofJesus will be seen in the transformed life of 
every believer. We will be changed when Jesus lives within us (II Cor. 5: 17; 3:17- 
18). Do you experience the grace of God in daily living? The grace of God is all 
God's goodness which we don't deserve. We receive eternal Iife by grace through 
faith «Eph. 2:8-9). We also live the Christian life by the enabling grace of God. 
We honor God by depending on Him and receiving His grace to enable us to love 
and obey Him.
