Providence: Ruler of all kingdoms

Redemption: Provider of Salvation through Jesus

2. PRAYER FOR BOLDNESS to speak Your Word WITH ONE ACCORD—of one mind, all together, agreed,

Confirmed by signs and wonders through the name of Jesus

3. ANSWER—place was shaken

They were filled with the Holy Spirit. Eph. 3:14-21; 6:10-20

Many fillings in answer to believing prayer.

They spoke the Word with boldness—being faithful witnesses.

4. YOUR WILL BE DONE I John 5:14-15 Matt. 6:9-15; Luke 22:42

5. WITH A CLEANSED HEART Psalm 66:18-19 Psalm 51:10

6. PRAYER—OUR MOST POWERFUL RESOURCE Eph. 6:10-20

At all times in the Spirit, with all prayer and supplications, with all perseverance, for all the saints.

7. HELPING BY PRAYER II Cor. 1:8-11 In time of Paul's great distress, many in Corinth helped by prayer.

SIX S's of United Prayer

1. Subject by subject—all pray about the same subject

2. Short prayers—only a sentence or two, allow all to pray aloud.

3. Simple prayers—about only one subject

4. Specific prayer requests—record in a notebook with dates

5. Silent periods—be quiet before God

6. Small groups—of 4 to 6, with everyone participating

UNITED PRAYER

Acts 4:23-31

Prayer is the Christian's most powerful resource. By prayer we access the power of God to do His will for His glory. Paul's concludes his description of the Christian's armor by this statement: "praying at all times in the Spirit, with all prayer and supplication. To that end keep alert with all perseverance, making supplication for all the saints, 19 and also for me, that words may be given to me in opening my mouth boldly to proclaim the mystery of the gospel, 2 for which I am an ambassador in chains, that I may declare it boldly, as I ought to speak." Eph. 6:18-20 ESV

We are to pray without ceasing (I Thess. 5:17). Prayer is our access to God's resources in the spiritual warfare in which every Christian is engaged. We are either opposing the forces of wickedness or we are their captive. While we are not to pray to be seen by others (Matt. 6:5-7), we need to unite with others in prayer. We join with others to praise God, and to pray for common concerns. Jesus taught us to pray: "Our Father". The apostles united in prayer for boldness to speak the word of God when they were persecuted (Acts 4:23-3 1). We need to support one another in united prayer so that we will be strong to speak God's word.

The Christians in Jerusalem gathered at Mary's house to pray when Peter was imprisoned and in danger of execution (Acts 12:5-12). The Antioch church united in fasting and prayer as they sent Paul and Barnabas and John Mark on their first missionary journey (Acts 13:3). We need to unite in prayer for our loved ones to come to Christ, for ourselves to speak the word of God with boldness, for the success of missionary endeavors, and for our persecuted brethren around the world to be strong for Christ as well as for their protection and growth. God has ordained that His work will be carried forth by prayer. We need to join in the work by faithful, believing prayer. Then, as God answers, He will be glorified.
