Gospel means ‘good news’. It was used to describe the inauguration of a new emperor who would bring great benefit to the kingdom. Gospel is all the good news of God’s grace and forgiveness toward sinners provided by Jesus Christ.  Gospel also means the account of the ministry, death, and resurrection of our Savior. This is truly the best ‘good news’ we could receive!


John, the Baptizer, announced the coming Savior. John was humble and pointed to Jesus who would baptize with the Holy Spirit.


Both John, the Baptizer, and Jesus called everyone to repent. Repent means a change of mind that produces a changed life. God is holy and righteous. He justly judges all sin. Every sinner deserves death and hell. Yet, God offers pardon, peace, and life to all who humbly repent and turn from sin to Jesus Christ. The Holy Spirit convicts us of our offenses against God and leads us to brokenness of heart for our serious offenses and brings us to saving faith in Jesus Christ.


To believe in the gospel means to depend on God’s promise of forgiveness and life in Jesus Christ. Everyone who comes to Jesus must believe that Jesus is God as He claimed, and that He will keep His promise to forgive us for our sin, and treat us as righteous before God because we are ‘in Christ’.
“For thus says the One who is high and lifted up, who inhabits eternity, whose name is Holy: "I dwell in the high and holy place, and also with him who is of a contrite and lowly spirit, to revive the spirit of the lowly, and to revive the heart of the contrite.” ESV Isaiah 57:15  Contrition is repentance for sin with a sincere desire to amend, arising from pure love of God. Genuine repentance is to abhor the sin we formerly desired, and to love God and desire His love. The one who believes in the gospel and Jesus Christ may sin, but is grieved that he sinned. He quickly repents of the sin and turns back to the Savior.

There is one case of death-bed repentance recorded — the penitent thief — that no one should despair; and only one, that no one should presume. Augustine of Hippo,
