THE SEVEN SAYINGS OF THE SAVIOR 0 THE CROSS 

1. THE WORD OF FORGIVENESS "Father, forgive them, for the do not 
know what they are doing (Luke 23:34; Matt. 5:44). Forgiveness for His 
enemies. The thief repented and believed. 'In ignorance' Acts 3: 17· 'many 
priests believed' Acts 6:7 Those responsible for Jesus' death include us. In 
His dying hour, Jesus prayed for others, including His enemies. "He made 
intercession for the transgressors" (Isa. 53: 12). 

2. THE WORD OF SALVATION "Assuredly, I say to you, today you will 
be with Me in Paradise" (Luke 23:43). Salvation is assured to the repentant 
thief. "All the Father gives Me will come to Me, and the one who comes to 
Me I will by no means cast out" (John 6:37). He acknowledged his sin, 
repented, trusted in Jesus as Lord and King. Jesus came to seek and to save 
the lost (Lu. 19: 10). 

3. THE WORD OF AFFECTION "Woman, Behold your son!" "Behold 
your mother!" (John 19:26-27) "Honor your father and your mother." (Ex. 
20: 12). In His dying hour Jesus honored His mother and cared for her. 

Darkness over all the land from noon until 3:00 p.m. (Amos 8:9) 

4. THE WORD OF ANGUISH (with a loud voice) "My God, My God, why 
have You forsaken Me?" (Matt. 27:46; Mark 15:34; Psa. 22:1; Isa. 53:4-6, 
8, 12; I Peter 2:24; Habakkuk 1: 13) "Reproach has broken my heart." (Psa. 
69:20) 

5. THE WORD OF SUFFERING "I thirst." (John 19:28; Psa. 22: 15; 69:3) 
"They filled a sponge with sour wine, put it on hyssop, and put it to His 
mouth" (John 19:29). "They gave me vinegar to drink" (psa. 69:21). 

6. THE WORD OF VICTORY "It is finished" (John 19:30; 17:4). 

He came to do His Father's will (In. 6:35-40). He glorified His Father by 
completing the work His Father had given Him. He revealed His Father (In. 
14:6-11). He provided redemption for all who would believe in Him. 

7. THE WORD OF COMMITMENT (with a loud voice) "Father, into 
YOW" hands I commend My spirit" (Luke 23 :46; Psa. 31 :5). He entrusted His 
soul to the care of His Father. He was truly safe in His Father's hands. 

Veil of the temple was torn in two from top to bottom "This is the new, 
life-giving way that Christ has opened up for us through the sacred curtain, 
by means of his death for us. NLTHeb. 10:20; Matt. 27:51 

Earthquake, rocks were split. Matt. 27:51 

Graves were opened, many bodies of the saints were raised, and coming 
out ofthe tombs after His resurrection, appeared to many in the holy city. 
The centurion glorified God, saying, "Truly this Man was the Son of 
God." (Matt. 27:54; Mk. 15:39) "Certainly this was a righteous man." (Lu. 
23:47 

THE SEVEN SAYINGS OF THE SAVIOR ON THE CROSS 

When a person is enduring severe suffering, he usually is concerned only 
about himself and finding relief. Jesus, when enduring the shame and pain of 
the cross, was praying for others, welcoming a repentant thief into the 
kingdom, caring for His mother, enduring the judgment of God for our sin, 
completing His Father's will, and fulfilling the prophecies of Scripture. 

The disciples had fled in fear. The women who loved Jesus and Mary, His 
mother, stood by the cross, anxiously watching. Then, John returned and 
joined them. 

For three hours the scene at the cross was busy. The Jewish leaders 
protested that Pilate ordered the title on the cross to read: "JESUS OF 
NAZARETH, THE KING OF THE JEWS." The Jewish leaders wanted the 
sign to read, "He said, 'I am the King of the Jews.' 

Some scoffed, saying, "He saved others, Himself He cannot save." Others 
said, "If He is the King ofIsrael, let Him now come down from the cross, 
and we will believe Him. He trusted in God; let Him deliver Him now if He 
will have Him; for He said, '1 am the Son of God'" (Matt. 27:41-44). 

The soldiers divided His garments and cast lots for His seamless robe. 
But if we listen, we will hear Jesus praying for His enemies, "Father, 
forgive them, for they do not know what they are doing." (Lu. 23:34). 

And, He heard the prayer of the repentant thief who was dying beside 
Him. The man called Jesus, "Lord", and believed He would come as King. 

He also entrusted His mother to the care of His disciple, John. 

Then, after three hours, darkness covered the land and hid the suffering 
Savior from the callous scoffing and ridicule. It was supernatural, not an 
eclipse. Isaac Watts wrote, "Well might the sun in darkness hide and shut 
his glories in, when Christ the mighty Maker died for man, the creature's 
sin." At the close of these three hours of darkness, Jesus cried with a loud 
voice, "My God, My God, why have You forsaken Me." He endured great 
agony as He bore the sin of all who would trust in Him. 

Jesus, knowing that all things were now accomplished, that the Scripture 
might be fulfilled, said, "I thirst." He suffered intense thirst as well as 
physical pain in addition to the greater agony of bearing sin. 

When Jesus had received the sour wine, He said, "It is finished!" He had 
completed all that He came to do. He made atonement for all who would 
trust in Him. Salvation was complete. 

Finally, in triumph, He cried with a loud voice, "Father, into Your hands I 
commit My spirit." He was no longer in the hands of scoffing sinners. He 
was safe in the care of His Father. 

We see how fully obedient Jesus was to His Father, how completely He 
fulfilled His Father's will. The hand of God then tore the veil of the temple 
in two from top to bottom. This showed that the way into the presence of 
God was open because of the Savior's sacrifice.
