CRISIS AT KADESH

Numbers

God delivered His people from Egyptian bondage by many mighty miracles. He brought them through the Red Sea, provided water and food, guided them by the pillar of cloud or fire and brought them to Sinai where He made a covenant with them. Now, at Kadesh, they were ready to enter the Promised Land. They sent 12 spies to search out the land (Num. 13:1; Deut. 1:22-23). These were leaders in their tribes. They found abundant fruit—grapes, pomegranates and figs. They also found strong, fortified cities, and strong people. Ten spies focused on the opposition and discouraged the people. They said, “We saw the giants. We are as grasshoppers in our own sight and so we were in their sight” (Num. 13:32-33). The people were discouraged and murmured against Moses and Aaron. They wanted to go back to Egypt. 

Only Joshua and Caleb focused on the opportunities and believed God’s promise to give them the Land. They said, “If the Lord delights in us, then He will bring us into this land and give it to us. ‘a land which flows with milk and honey’” (Num. 14:8).  They believed God would give them the land. But, the people wanted to stone Joshua and Caleb (14:10). 

God told Moses He would destroy these rebellious people and make a greater nation out of Moses. Moses interceded for the people and prayed that God would pardon them and bring them into the Land so the name of the Lord would be honored. All those from 20 years old and up would die in the wilderness and the next generation would possess the land. They would live in the desert for 40 years.


What does God want to give to us that we should possess by faith? The great commandment is to love God with all our heart. We will express that love by wholeheartedly obeying God. We can do this only if we trust Him completely. We need to focus on our Lord’s greatness and ability to give us victory over every sin and failure. We can enter into God’s rest by faith (Heb. 3 & 4). We are tempted to try to satisfy our desires by being our own boss, doing what we want, getting our way. God calls us to find true satisfaction by submitting to Him as our Master, doing His will, pleasing Him completely. We are tempted to think we find security in material possessions, and in controlling our circumstances and other people. God gives security by His presence.  God said, ‘Never will I leave you. Never will I forsake you.” (Heb. 13:5). David said, ‘In Your presence is fullness of joy” (Psa. 16:11). 

We grow in faith by getting to know God better. We get to know Him better by meditating on His word, living in fellowship with Him, obeying Him promptly and cheerfully. Getting to know God enables us to love Him and then we express our love by prompt obedience. 

In what area do you fail to obey God? There are sins of omission as well as sins of commission. Do you grumble and complain? Do you long for the past, or are you eager to move on with God?

 “Day by day and with each passing moment, Strength I find to meet my trials here. Trusting in my Father’s wise bestowment, I’ve no cause for worry or for fear. He whose heart is kind beyond all measure give unto each day what He deems best, Lovingly its part of pain and pleasure, Mingling toil with peace and rest. Every day the Lord Himself is near me with a special mercy for each hour. All my cares He fain would bear and cheer me, He whose name is Counselor and Power. The protection of His child and treasure is a charge that on Himself He laid. “As your days, your strength shall be in measure,” This the pledge to me He made.”  Carolina Berg
