LESSONS FROM DAVID’S LIFE
1. God works with imperfect people. So He works with you and me.

4. We each need God’s grace continually.

NLT Isaiah 55:3 "Come to me with your ears wide open. Listen, for the life of your soul is at stake. I am ready to make an everlasting covenant with you. I will give you all the mercies and unfailing love that I promised to David.

GOD’S MERCIES TO DAVID


God chose David, the shepherd, to shepherd His people Israel (Psa. 78:70-72). David was a ‘man after God’s own heart’ (I Sam. 13:13-14: Acts 13:22). The LORD looks at the heart (I Sam. 16:7). 

David trusted the LORD to enable him to kill Goliath. God had helped him kill the lion and the bear that had attacked his sheep and he knew God would help him against Goliath (I Sam. 17:26). David wanted God to be honored (I Sam. 17:46).

God protected David from Saul’s attempts to kill him (I Sam. 19:10). Michal also protected David from Saul’s murderous attempts. David later became disheartened and fled to the Philistines, saying, “I shall perish some day by the hand of Saul.” He forgot God’s promise that he would become king. He joined the Philistines and lived in Ziklag. He would have joined the Philistines in their battle against Israel, but the lords of the Philistines didn’t trust him. Instead, he was sent back only to find Ziklag had been burned and the families of him and his men taken captive. David strengthened himself in the LORD his God (I Sam. 30:6). They found the Amalakite raiders and recovered the people and the possessions.

As king of Israel David did many good things and committed some terrible blunders and sins. In attempting to bring the sacred Ark of the Covenant to Jerusalem they put it upon a cart—following the ways of the Philistines. When Uzzah was smitten dead for touching the ark, David was shocked and angry (II Sam. 6:8). Later, Israel brought the ark correctly on the shoulders of the priests.

Everyone knows about David’s adultery with Bathsheba and the murder of Uriah. David loafed, looked, lusted, loved, and lost (II Sam. 11). God sent Nathan to confront David so that he repented (II Sam. 12). David then wrote Psalm 32 and 51 to express his repentance. But, the sword continually troubled David’s house (II Sam. 12:10). Amnon raped his sister, Tamar. David did nothing about it. Absalom, in revenge, murdered Amnon. Later, he rebelled against his father and attempted to take the kingdom, but was killed in the battle. Near the end of his life, David had the warriors numbered, but brought a terrible three day plague on the nation. God forgave him when he offered a sacrifice on Araunah’s threshing floor (II Sam. 24).

God made a covenant with David, that his kingly line would continue forever (II Sam. 7:16). This was fulfilled in Jesus Christ, our eternal King and the descendant of David (Jeremiah 22:29; 23:5,6; Isaiah 9:6-7).


God has chosen to display His grace by giving us a Righteous King who will rule forever. Every king of Judah and Israel had problems, but King Jesus is without sin. Our hearts will never have peace until the Prince of Peace rules in our hearts. Our troubled world will never have peace until the King of Peace rules in the new heaven and the new earth. Today, you and I can experience His peace when we submit to Him and walk in fellowship with Him. He is merciful to us as He was merciful to David. He will forgive our sin and cleanse us if we pray David’s prayer: “Create in me a clean heart, O God, and renew a right spirit within me. 11 Cast me not away from your presence, and take not your Holy Spirit from me. 12 Restore to me the joy of your salvation, and uphold me with a willing spirit.” ESV Psalm 51:10-12
