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Frances Jane Crosby (March 24, ]820 - February ]2, ]9]5) usually known as Fanny Crosby, was an American lyricist best known for her Protestant Christian hymns. A lifelong Methodist, she was one of the most prolific hymnists in history, writing over 8,000 despite being blind from shortly after birth.ill Also known for her preaching and speaking, during her lifetime Fanny Crosby was one of the best known women in the United States.

To this day, the vast majority of American hymnals contain her work. Some of her best known songs include "Blessed Assurance" ill, "Jesus Is Tenderly Calling You Home" ill, "Praise Him. Praise Him" {fl, and "To God be the Glory"lli. Since some publishers were hesitant to have so many hymns by one person in their hymnals, Crosby used nearly 100 different pseudonyms during her career. Fanny Crosby was born in Southeast, Putnam Countv, New York to poor parents, John and Mercy Crosby. At six weeks old, she caught a cold and developed inflammation ofthe eyes. The family physician was not available, and the man who came in his place recommended hot poultices as treatment. The botched procedure blinded her.

Her father died when she was one year old, so she was raised by her mother and grandmother. These women grounded Crosby in Protestant Christian principles, helping her, for example, memorize long passages from the Bible.

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GEORGE MATHESON: (1842-1906) Born with poor vision, Mathe​son's eyesight gradually worsened until he was almost totally blind. However, he was academically gifted, and his sisters learned Latin, Greek, and Hebrew to help him study. He graduated from the University of Edinburgh (MA 1862), then became a minister in the Church of Scot​land. He pastored in the resort town of Innelan for 18 years. Due to his ability to memorize sermons and entire sections of the Bible, listeners were often unaware he was blind. In 1886, Matheson became pastor of St. Bernard's Church in Edinburgh, where he served 13 years. He spent the remaining years of his life in literary efforts. His works include: a Love that Wilt Not Let Me Go.

Money Management

Richard Halverson, the chaplain ofthe U.S. Senate, pointed out something that bothers a lot of people and excites a few. He said,

Jesus Christ said more about money than about any other single thing because, when it comes to a man's real nature, money is of first importance. Money is an exact index to a man's true character. All through Scripture there is an intimate correlation between the development of a
