Mark 6 

1. NAZARETH PEOPLE REJECT JESUS 

Jesus taught in their synagogue-s-many were astonished. 

Jesus had no official approval, no 'certified' education .. 
They knew him as one of their contemporaries. 

Jesus could do no mighty work there. 
He marveled at their unbelief. 

2. HEROD HEARD JOHN BUT NEVER REPENTED 
John reproved Herod for his unlawful marriage. 
Herodias hated John and wanted to kill him. 6:19 
Herod promised Salome a reward for her dancing. 
Herodias had John murdered. 

John was bold, courageous and persevering. 

3. JESUS FED THE 5000 

Jesus and his disciples went for some rest. A crowd followed. 

Jesus had compassion on them as sheep without a shepherd. 6:34 
Jesus told his disciples to give the crowd something to eat. 6:37 
Jesus took what they had (Sloaves and 2 fish) and fed the multitude. 
Some wanted to force Jesus to be king. John 6:15 

They were impressed with Jesus' power, not his person.

THE DANGER OF HARD HEARTS 

A hard heart is insensitive and unresponsive to spiritual truth. It may be like 
calluses or like hardening of the arteries. This may be caused by disobedience, 
rebellion, or any sin. It may be caused by being occupied with the affairs oflife. 
Mark 6 provides us with several examples of people with hard hearts. The 
people of Nazareth didn't believe in Jesus because they thought of Him as an 
ordinary man from their community. Herod heard John but never repented. 
Herodias was filled with hatred for John, the Baptizer, and wanted to kill him. 
The disciples experienced the miraculous feeding ofthe 5000, but afterward 
were in a great struggle to row their boat to the opposite shore of the Sea. They 
were so occupied with their struggle that they gave no thought to the wonderful 
miracle they just experienced. 

We may be busy with the responsibilities of daily life, or taken up with some 
secular interest and give little thought to Jesus and spiritual matters. We may be 
dominated by the soul ish part of our lives, such as our emotions. We may be 
more occupied with satisfying our fleshly desires for food, excitement, or 
entertainment. So, our heart is insensitive to the Holy Spirit and the Word of 
God. Therefore, we miss the rich fellowship which we should enjoy with our 
Lord, and we lack the love, joy and peace which the Holy Spirit would produce 
in our hearts. 

Ifwe would have sensitive hearts, we must give ourselves to love and please 
our blessed Lord and live in close fellowship with Him. He will enable us by 
His Spirit to draw life and strength from Him.
