JESUS IS IN CHARGE EVEN IN GETHSEMANE

I want to end with one simple, but overwhelming, poin Jesus was still in charge, even at the time of His arrest, His trial, His abuse, and His denials. Men consistently fail in our text. It one man is faithful. Not one man understands fully what is going on. No one man stands by the Lord. Virtually everyone has or soon abandon Him. But He is faithful to His calling. And even this "hour of darkness" His is in control. His prophecies are coming to pass, even if by sinful men. Jesus is not overtaken b His enemies. Jesus went out to them, and He was taken captive and condemned because He purposed to do so. Men did not even take His life from Him. He gave it up Himself. Jesus was in charge, even in the worst hour of history.  As I have studied this passage, it occurred to me that virtually every section of Luke's account is the fulfillment of something; which Jesus told His disciples earlier in the book. Compare with me, if you would, the history of Jesus' betrayal, arrest, denials mocking, and condemnation with the prophecies of our Lord, Luke has recorded them.

TWO KINDS OF SORROW

Luke 22:47-62

1. ARREST IN GETHSEMANE

A great multitude—soldiers with swords and clubs, and officers from the chief priests and the elders of the people Judas, leading them, drew near to Jesus to kiss him. Jesus is in charge! The crowd fell backward. John 18:6 

THREE REBUKES:


Judas, are you betraying the Son of Man with a kiss?


Peter, put your sword in its sheath. John 18:11



Jesus healed the ear that had been cut off.


Chief priests, captains of the temple, and elders



Have you come out, as against a robber, with swords & clubs?



This is your hour, and the power of darkness.



Jesus, the Light of the world—daily in the temple 




DARKNESS—Evil forces—satan and evil spirits Enslaves men and women, 


uses, steals, destroys, kills. Man's unbridled antagonism to good and to Jesus. 


Greatest stroke of attack against Jesus. They determined to murder Jesus.

2. IN THE HIGH PRIESTS COURTYARD


Peter followed at a distance. Other disciples fled.


As he sat by the fire a servant girl looked intently at him and said:



"This man was also with Him." He denied it.


After a little while another saw him and said, "You also are of them."



Peter said, "Man, I am not!"


After an hour passed another said, "Surely this fellow also was with Him, for he is a Galilean." 

"Your accent betrays you." Matt. 26:73 


The Lord turned and looked at Peter. Peter remembered. Peter wept.

3. LESSONS TO PONDER AND APPLY


Judas gave place to Satan—Satan entered him.



His betrayal was deliberate, intentional, premeditated. 




His motive is not stated.



He received 30 pieces of silver—the price of a slave. 



This was prophesied in Psa. 41:9, John13:18


Peter's denial was unplanned, unintentional. 



He was deeply grieved by his denial, and hated what he did.

The sorrow of the world produces death.


God was working His purpose, using the evil deeds of wicked men to


accomplish His purpose. He also displayed His grace to Peter. The cross was man's most evil 
deed to kill the Son of God, God used it to being salvation to every one who will trust in Him.

Ways of Denying

Why does the story of Peter's denial strikes such a chord in Why can relate so easily to Peter? Probably because each of has in some way been false to our friendship with Christ.  

· By disassociating ourselves from our allegiance to Christ in the presence of belligerent unbelievers or vocal critics -- sometimes by open disavowal, but too often by our silence.
· By professing Jesus with our mouths, but excusing ourselves when we do things we know are contrary t Jesus' teachings. It's this kind of dual life that gives unbelievers the "hypocrite" excuse, and, like David v Bathsheba, "you have made the enemies of the Lord show utter contempt" (2 Samuel 12:14).

The Holy Spirit within us is grieved, we feel guilty (so long a our conscience is not utterly callused by repeated, flagrant sin), we are ashamed. When we are in this condition, we an out of fellowship with God and are subject to (1) the pounding of the enemy and (2) beating ourselves up. If Satan can't destroy our faith, he tries to destroy fellowship, joy, and hope so that we live in misery, are ineffective, and are neutralizes so far as furthering the Kingdom of God and diminishing Satan's sphere of influence. Tyndale Translation

William Tyndale, first translated the Bible from Hebrew and Greek into English, making a Bible for the common people. In 1535 he was betrayed by a friend, taken prisoner to the castle of Vilford, and continued to work on his translation. He was unable to finish his work because he was sentenced to die a heretic's death: strangulation and burning at the stake. On October 6, 1536 he cried out his last words, "Lord, open the king of England's eyes!" and then he died. His prayer was answered within a year.
