LOVE IN THE F AMIL Y OF GOD 

I Thessalonians 4:9-12 

We are taught of God to love one another. Have you found the fellowship of 
those trusting in Christ to be filled with love. Sometimes there may have been 
hostility and bitterness in the church. How can that be? 

Jesus gave us the example of love. Jesus worked with less than perfect 
disciples. He knew their weaknesses, failures, and little faith. He patiently 
taught them and trained them to lead the church when He was taken to heaven. 
He knew about their arguments as to who was greatest. He showed them that 
greatness in the kingdom of God is to be the servant of others. He lived to serve 
others. He said, "I am among you as the one who serves" (Luke 22:27). Jesus 
received people of all walks of life, especially the outcasts and sinners. He came 
to seek and to save what was lost (Luke 19: 10). Jesus forgave His enemies, 
including those who crucified Him. He prayed, "Father, forgive them for they 
do not know what they do" (Luke 23:34). Jesus was a peacemaker. He made 
peace between us and God by paying the penalty for our sin so we could be 
forgiven and reconciled to God. He is the only Mediator between God and man. 
ESV 1 John 3:16 By this we know love, that he laid down his life for us, and we 
ought to lay down our lives for the brothers. 

If we would love one another as we are commanded by Jesus we must receive 
Him as our Lord and Savior. Then, we must focus our attention on Him and 
learn from Him what genuine love is. He is the only example of perfect love. 

He is the source of love, so we must abide in Him, allowing Him to live His life 
in us. We do not have the kind oflove that He has. We must yield ourselves to 
express His love to others. 

But we have conflicting desires. Our old nature wants others to love us and 
serve us. We need to receive the love of Jesus, and allow Him to cleanse and 
heal our broken hearts. Then, we can become an expression of His love to 
others. 

Some people are very troubled and don't know how to receive or respond to 
love. They may reject those who seek to love them. We naturally desire those 
we love to respond in love to us. If the person responds negatively we are likely 
to give up and turn away. The fruit of the Spirit is love. When we are filled with 
the Spirit He produces love in us. This love is a choice to do good to the person 
regardless of how he responds. So we need the power of the Spirit of God to 
enable us to be loving regardless of how the person responds. 

Love does not keep a record of wrongs. Love forgives and loses count of how 
many times it has forgiven. ESV Ephesians 4:32 Be kind to one another, 
tenderhearted, forgiving one another, as God in Christ forgave you. 

Love is a choice to do good for another. We may not feel loving, but we can 
choose to give to basic needs by the grace of Christ.
