Colossians 1:18 reports that for God the bottom line of every constellation He’s created—the stunning climax of every facet of salvation He offers—comes down to this: “…that in everything Christ might have the supremacy.”  If securing Christ’s reputation is such a big deal to Heaven, should it not be equally a big deal for all of Heaven’s citizens? Should we not eagerly join with the Spirit in His role to promote Christ’s preeminence in all things? Jesus explained it this way: “The Spirit will bring glory to me by taking from what is mine and making it known to you. All that belongs to the Father is mine. That’s why I said the Spirit will take what is mine and make it known to you.”  (John 16)


Surely it is in order, therefore, to revisit the one word Paul uses to gather up the whole panorama of Christ’s glory: “supremacy”. I wonder: How would you define “supremacy” to encompass all it includes? Maybe you’d like to try this easy to remember sentence on for size. This definition has proved quit helpful to me over time:

The SUPREMACY of Christ includes

Who He IS as the Son of God,

Where He LEADS in the Purposes of God,

How He IMPARTS the Resources of God,

What He RECEIVES from the People of God.
